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SUMMARY:


The probate court properly denied appellant’s motion to expunge the records of his involuntary commitment because the involuntary-commitment statute does not authorize the expungement of appellant’s involuntary-commitment records and the court of appeals has already determined that the probate court lacked inherent authority to expunge those records.
