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SUMMARY:


Defendant’s conviction for aggravated menacing was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the record does not demonstrate that the trial court lost its way in crediting the testimony of the State’s witness.
The trial court did not abuse its discretion when it stated during the sentencing hearing that it was not imposing a fine on defendant and, by placing an “X” on the fine line of the sentencing entry and check marks on the lines for costs and remission of those costs, the court indicated that it had assigned and remitted court costs but had not imposed any fine.
