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SUMMARY:


The State had not waived all but plain error by its failure to object to the imposition of community control for a second-degree felony because the trial court is statutorily required to make findings in order to impose community control under R.C. 2929.13(D)(1).
The trial court erred by sentencing defendant to community control without finding that community control would not demean the seriousness of the offense to overcome the presumption of prison.
